- Should include 10 different fabric pages of different activities such as

braiding, buttons and zippers, weaving, telling time, counting, textures,

lacing, etc.

No words or |etters

No religious symbols, flags or military themes

No fabric with raw edges, all pages and details should be finished with
seams/hems

Binding may be done by sewing pages together or with grommets/rings
All details should be securely attached
